THE HOMERO ROSADO LEADERSHIP AWARD

Homero Rosado (1913-1992) was the founder and past
president of the Spanish Speaking Elderly Council-RAICES.
His legacy and spirit lives on in the organization which he
fashioned and inspired for fourteen years. Mr. Rosado
migrated to New York City from Ponce, Puerto Rico in 1932.
